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Founded in 1978, El Periodico is defined as
a rigorous, popular, pluralistic and pro-
gressive newspaper. With 885,000 readers
a day, it has the largest readership of any
general information newspaper in Catalo-
nia - a position that it has held since 1985
- and the third largest in Spain.

In distribution, it is the second largest
newspaper in Catalonia, and the fifth in
Spain. El Periodico defines itself as a
newspaper that is “pluralistic, progres-
sive, secular, nondogmatic, respectful of
majority decisions and an active defender
of human rights”. A history marked by
constant innovation has positioned it as
one of today’s most advanced newspa-
pers.

The most recent milestone was Novem-
ber 3, 2000, when El Periodico was first
published in full color with a new design
and a revamped range of supplements.
This made it the only Spanish newspaper

offering exten-
sive use of color
in its pages. El
Periodico was
the first daily
Spanish news-
paper to intro-
duce color in
1979, and three years later it began to underline some headlines in red. The
first front page of the newspaper with photos in color was published on
September 5, 1982. Furthermore, it was also the first Spanish newspaper to es-
tablish, in 1987, a permanent “infographic” department. In another ambitious
initiative in 1994, El Periodico became the first Spanish newspaper to be pub-
lished on the Internet. Furthering its commitment to adapt to the social reality
of Catalonia, on October 28, 1997, El Periodico was published for the first time
with two banners, the traditional red and a new one in blue. El Periodico has
been published in Catalan.
