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The “Allgemeine Deutsche Zei-
tung für Rumänien” (German
Newspaper for Romania) was
founded 1949 in the communist
Romania as the communist pa-
per “Neuer Weg” (New Way) for
the German minority in Roma-
nia. The first edition was pub-
lished Sunday, March 13th 1949.
The paper contained a lot of
communist propaganda articles
and speeches of leading socialist
politicians – mostly on the first
pages of the paper. But there was
also room for articles about the
German towns and villages in
Romania and the cultural and
social life of the German minori-
ty. So the paper became the link-
ing medium of the Germans in
the whole country. After the revo-
lution of 1989 the paper was re-
named into “Allgemeine Deut-
sche Zeitung für Rumänien”
(ADZ). Nevertheless it lost a lot
of it’s readers when they left the
country for Germany. Now it is
the paper of the remaining mi-
nority members and more and
more German-speaking expats in
Romania. The editor of the ADZ
now is the organization of the German minority in Romania DFDR.

The “Allgemeine Deutsche Zeitung für Rumänien” (German Newspaper for Romania) is the only Ger-
man daily in eastern and south eastern Europe. It is published Tuesday till Saturday in Bucharest and
distributed to the whole country. Readers of the paper are the members of the German minority in Ro-
mania and German speaking expats in the country, diplomats, businessmen etc. The ADZ writes about
politics, culture, economy and sports in Romania, but also worldwide. Besides that, one of the focus
area of the paper is the German minority with their events, culture, problems and development.
