La voce del popolo primarily covers news of particular interest to the ltalian minorities in Croatia and
Slovenia. Its daily circulation is about 4,000 copies, sold in the Croatian and Slovene areas where the
Italian minority is present, as well as in Northern Italy (where it is read mainly by professionals dealing

with minority issues).

The paper’s main problems are of an economic nature, particularly concerning modernisation of its
technology. The paper is funded by grants from public sources, mainly the Croatian State (29%) and the
Slovenian State (8%), as well as sales (33%), other activities (21%), advertising (7%) and grants from

private sources (2%).
